We have Senior Water Rights dating bacl8®/ that include both replaceable or renewing
water supply for the entire build-out of approxielgt4600 homes as well as non-replaceable, non-
renewable annual ground (deep well) water rightéhile this puts the District currently in a favolab
position regarding water supply, we must all le@reonserve our limited amount of water by being
water wise every day and making sure as much oivitter as possible returns to the system and is not
lost to evaporation.

The District was created to supply water to its@orers for predominantly in-home use only, with the
anticipation of natural landscaping being used png&idantly by customers, ensuring the District of a
permanent future water supply. However, as théribisas developed, many of us have incorporated
into our home sites a limited amount of irrigataddscaping. During the hot irrigation season, leome
with irrigated landscaping (i.e. sprinkler or drgssystems) utilize up to 4 times as much wate¢hase
homes without irrigated/watered landscaping inRierict.

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Appendix A — Regulation #4.3

4.3 Cross-Connection Control and Backflow Control
4.3.1 Purpose. This section is intended to provide the rules and regulations for the District to meet federal, state specifically,
cross-connection and backflow control are to:
a. Protect the public water system from the possibility of contamination or pollution by isolating within its customers'
internal distribution system(s) or its customers' private water system(s) such contaminants or pollutants which could
backflow or backsiphon into the public water system.
b. Promote the elimination or control of existing or potential cross-connections, between its customers' potable water
system(s) and sources of non-potable water from plumbing fixtures, boilers, industrial piping systems, etc.
c. Provide for the maintenance of a continuing program of cross-connection control which will systematically and
effectively prevent the contamination or pollution of the public water system.
4.3.2 Policy. The paragraphs which follow outline the policy bases for cross-connection control:
4.3.2.1 Denial of Water Service. The District will not permit the installation of maintenance of water service connections
unless the water supply is protected as required by State laws and regulations and these Rules and Regulations. Service
of water to any premises shall be discontinued by the District if a backflow prevention device required by these regulations
is not installed, tested and maintained, or if it is found that a backflow prevention device has been removed, by-passed, or
if an unprotected cross-connection exists on the premises. Service will not be restored until such conditions or defects
are corrected.
4.3.2.2 Degree of Hazard Concept. An approved backflow preventer of a type depending on the degree of hazard shall
be installed. Such a device shall be installed at or near the property line or immediately inside the building being served,
but, in all cases, before the first branch line leading off the service line wherever the following conditions exist:
(@) Auxiliary Water Supply. In the case of premises having an auxiliary water supply which is not or may not be of
safe bacteriological or chemical quality and which is not acceptable as an additional source by the District, the public
water system shall be protected against backflow from the premises by installing a reduced pressure principle
backflow preventer in the service line.
(b) Presence of Potentially Dangerous Fluids. On premises where industrial fluids or any other substances are
handled in such a fashion as to create an actual or potential hazard to the public water system, the public system
shall be protected against backflow from the premises by installing a reduced pressure principle backflow preventer
in the service line.
(c) Uncontrollable Cross-Connections. In the case of premises having (1) internal cross-connections that cannot be
permanently corrected and controlled, or (2) intricate plumbing and piping arrangements or where entry to all portions
of the premises is not readily accessible for inspection purposes, making it impracticable or impossible to ascertain
whether or not dangerous cross-connections exist, the public water system shall be protected against backflow from
the premises by installing a reduced pressure principle backflow preventer in the service line.
4.3.2.3 Inspection. The customer's system shall be open for inspection at all reasonable times to authorized
representatives of the District to determine whether cross-connections or other structural or sanitary hazards, including
violations of these Rules and Regulations, exist. Whom such a condition becomes known, the District shall deny or
immediately discontinue service to the premises by providing for a physical breaking the service line until the customer
has corrected the condition(s) in conformance with State and “agency” statutes relating to plumbing and water supplies
and the regulations adopted pursuant thereto.
4.3.3 Type of equipment required The type and size of cross-connection or backflow prevention equipment required will be
determined on a case by case inspection of the premises and/or review of plans.
4.3.4 Backflow Prevention Device Approval Any backflow preventer required herein shall be of a model and size approved by
the District. The term “approved Backflow Prevention Device” shall mean a device that has been manufactured in full
conformance with the standards established by the American Water Works Association entitled:
AWWA C506-78 Standards for Approved Backflow Prevention Devices: and, has met completely the laboratory and field
performance specifications of the Foundation for Cross-Connection Control and Hydraulic Research of the University of
Southern California established by: Specifications of Backflow Prevention Devices - #69-2 dated March 1969 or the most
current issue.
Said AWWA and FCCC&HR Standards and specifications are hereby adopted by the District. Final approval shall be
evidenced by a “Certificate of Approval” issued by an approved testing laboratory certifying full compliance with said AWWA
standards and FCCC&HR Specifications.
4.3.5 Inspection of Backflow Prevention Installation It shall be the duty of the customer-user at any premise where backflow
devices are installed to have certified inspections and operational tests made at least once per year. In those instances where
the District reasonably deems it necessary certified inspections may be required at more frequent intervals. These inspections
and tests shall be at the expense of the water user and shall performed by a certified inspection/tester. The backflow shall be
kept in working order at the expense of the user and records of repairs/testing shall be kept and made available to the District.
4.3.6 Existing Cross-Connections. Within a reasonable time following the adoption of these Rules and Regulations existing
cross-connections between the public and any establishments that may exhibit potential health hazards.
4.3.7 Specific System Requirements. State and Local regulations will dictate type of device required however in no case shall
atmospheric vacuum breakers or double check valve assemblies be allowed. Irrigation systems must have an approved
backflow prevention device.
4.3.8 Violations and penalties. If a customer fails to correct or remove a violation, the District may, if in its judgement an
imminent health hazard exists terminate water service to the premises. Additional fines or penalties may also be invoked
following termination of service.

4.3.9 Severability. If any provision of section 4.3, or its application to any person or circumstance is held invalid, the application
of such provision to other persons or circumstances, and the remainder of Section 4.3, shall not be affected thereby.
